D ecamber Isfrespattern of themonth:

| The Simply Lovely Clutch"

Materials: 1 skein Tidiori from Noro, fabric for lining, plastic
canvas for stiffening, and magnetic snap
Needles: Size 5 and size § dp needles for I-cord

Finished Size: 8 X 57
Gauge: 5 stitches =1 inch
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Entrelac is a method of knitting that uses “short rowing”. This means
that you will not knit all the stitches on your needle at once. Entrelac

itselt is made up of sloped rectangles and triangles. The method is a little
tricky, but once you master the stitch you’ll have fun and feel
accomplished. The base triangles are made by knitting one stitch at a time
from the original cast on rows.

Knit the first stitch, then turn and purl that stitch, then turn the work
and slip the original stitch onto your needle and knit another stitch from
the cast on stitches, then turn and purl those two stitches, then turn and
slip one and then knit a stitch and then knit another stitch from the cast
on row, purl back and repeat adding one stitch each time.

Eventually all the stitches will be knit, but not in the usual way.

Besides the base triangles, there are triangles on each side, rectangles in
between, and top triangles to finish off the piece.

Cast on 24 stitches very loosely.

Make the base triangles in the following manner:

Row 1: (right side) K1, turn.

Row 2 and all wrong side rows: Purl. Turn.

Row 3: Slip 1, K1, turn.

Row 5: Slip 1, K2, turn.

Row 7: Slip 1, K3, turn.

Row 9: Slip 1, K4, turn.

Row 11: Slip 1, K3, turn.

Row 13: Slip 1, K6, turn.

Row 14: Slip 1, K7, do not turn.

There will be 8 stitches on the needle. Work two more triangles on the
remaining cast on stitches in the same way. There will be 24 stitches on
the needle when you finish.

Next row: Left side triangle: (This triangle starts the row and will
begin each left side.)

Row 1: (wrong side) K1, turn.

Row 2: Knit into the front and back of first stitch. Turn.

Row 3: K1, Purl 2tog, turn.

Row 4 and all right side rows: Knit to last stitch, make 1, turn.
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Row 5: K1, p1, Purl 2tog, turn.
Row 7: K1, p 2, purl 2tog, turn.
Row 9: Ki, p3, pz2tog, turn.

Row 11: K1, p4, p2tog, turn.

Row 13: K1, pg, p2tog, turn.

Row 15: K1, p6, p2tog, do not turn.

Rectangle A: (These are the rectangles which start from the wrong side
of the work.)

Row 1: (wrong side) With wrong side facing, pick up and purl 8 stitches
along edge of next triangle. Slip last stitch picked up to left needle and
purl 2tog. Turn.

Row 2: Knit 8, turn.

Row 3: Slip 1, purl 6, p 2tog, turn.

Row 4-15: repeat rows 2 and 3 six more times. At the end of row 15, do
not turn.

Work 2 more rectangles in this manner.

Make a right side triangle in the following manner:

Row 1: (wrong side) Pick up and knit 8 stitches along selvedge of next
triangle, turn.

Row 2 and all right side rows: Knit all stitches. Turn.

Row 3: Slip 1, purl 5, p2tog, turn.

Row s: Slip 1, purl 4, p2tog, turn.

Row 7: Slip 1, purl 3, p2tog, turn.

Row 9: Slip 1, purl 2, p2tog, turn.

Row 11: Slip 1, purl 1, p2tog, turn.

Row 13: Slip 1, p2tog, turn.

Row 14: K2tog. This stitch will be the first stitch of the next rectangle,
turn.

Rectangle B: (These are the rectangles which start from the right side of
the work.)

Row 1: (right side) With right side facing, pick up and knit 8 stitches
along edge of next triangle or rectangle. For the first rectangle in this row
only, the stitch remaining from the previous triangle counts as the first
p1cied up stitch. Slip eighth stitch picked up to left needle and SSK
these stitches together. Turn.

Row 2: Purl 8, turn.

Row 3: Slip 1, knit 6, SSK, turn.
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Row 4-15: Repeat rows 2 and 3 six more times. At the end of row 15, do
not turn.
Work a total of 3 rectangles.

Following these instructions, work a Left side triangle, two rectangles
A and a Right side triangle.

Make three rectangles B.

Then make a Left side triangle, two rectangles A and a Right side
triangle.

Make three rectangles B.

Then make a Left side triangle, two rectangles A and a Right side
triangle.

Now make the final triangles:

Row 1: (right side) With right side facing, pick up and knit 8 stitches
along edge of next triangle or rectangle. For the first triangle only, the
stitch remaining from the previous side triangle counts as the first picked
up stitch. Slip last stitch to left needle then SSK the two stitches
together. Turn.

Row 2 and all WS rows: Purl.

Row 3: Kztog, ks, SSK, turn.

Row 5: Katog, k4, SSK, turn.

Row 7: Kztog, k3, SSK, turn.

Row 9: Kz2tog, k2, SSK, turn.

Row 11: K2tog, k1, SSK, turn.

Row 13: K3tog, do not turn. This last stitch will count as the first stitch
for the next triangle. Work two more final triangles. Use the last stitch
pick up two more stitches on the corner and make a three stitch I-cord
approximately 12” long.

The purse will be 3 triangles wide and 4 triangles long.

To Finish: Steam lightly. Fold in half, sew or crochet side seams together
matching triangles. Cut one piece of plast1c canvas 10”x8” (or the size of
your folded bag). Cut lining about two inches larger than plastic canvas.
Sew sides of hnmg right sides together. Fold plastic canvas, place on each
wrong side of lining, fold top of lining over the plastic canvas. Attach the

magnetic snap to the plastic and lining on each side. Sew end of I-cord
to corner of bag. Insert lining into bag and sew to top of purse and enjoy!
